Prescription Medication  
1. It is our preference that parents administer all medications to their children. In the event that the parent is 

not able to do that, the center requires the necessary state licensing ñAdministration of Medicationò paper-

work. The parent gives this form and the medication to the person at the front desk for a final check. It is 

then stored appropriately. 

2. The item must be in the original container with the prescription label stating: 

a. Child's Name 

b. Prescription Date (must be within last 12 months) 

c. Exact Dosage to be given 

d. Method of Administration (by mouth, in the ear) 

3. The center provides medicine cups for 1/2 to 2 teaspoon doses; however, the parent is responsible for pro-

viding an appropriate dispenser for all doses smaller than a 1/2 teaspoon (2.5ml). 

4. The medication is administered up to the expiration date or 12 months from the prescription date, whichever 

comes first. All medication is administered at 2:30 p.m. at the Miami Valley Hospital center by the Front Of-

ficer Manager, Amy Kistler. In the event this person is out of the building, the Director or Education Coordi-

nator dispenses the medication. 

5. Life-saving measures such as breathing treatments and Epi-pen injections are administered by the classroom 

teachers on an individual basis whenever medically necessary. 

6. Sunscreen and diaper ointments are applied by the classroom teachers. Diaper ointments are applied at dia-

per changing times. As recommended by the American Academy of Pediatrics, no baby powder is permitted 

in the center due to the possibility of children inhaling it. 

Non-Prescription Medication Policy 
1. The item must be in the original container with the original manufacturer's label attached and in view. 

a. The label must specify appropriate dosages based on the child's age or weight. 

b. Dosages shall not exceed the manufacturer's recommended dosages, and the center may not give any dos-

ages that are not specified on the original label. For example, if the medication may not be administered to 

children under the age of 2 or 6 yrs., the center can not administer the medication without a Medication 

Request Form signed by a doctor. 

2. The item must have the childôs name written clearly on the original container. (Please avoid writing over 

any important medication information.) 

3. Section II on the Medication Request Form must be filled out with the following information: 

 a. Child's Name, Date of Birth, and the Current Date 

 b. Name of Medication 

 c. Dosage and Time to be given .  We give medicine at 2:30 or directed by a doctor. 

 d. Parent's Signature (and Physicianôs Signature when needed), and Instructions 

 e. Given from: date to date 

4. Items used for skin irritations including lip balm and diaper cream are used for no more than 14 consecutive 

days. 

5. Other lotions and creams (i.e. sunscreen) to be used for non-irritations are administered no longer than 12 

months. Mini University provides sunscreen for the children. Parents who want their child to wear sun screen 

should complete a Request for the Administration of Medication form at the front office. Parents may pro-

vide their own sunscreen by following the same directions. As a reminder, we ask that 

all children come to school with their sunscreen already applied. Teachers apply sun-

screen after naptime if the children will be playing outside during the warm, summer 

months. 

6. All medication expiration dates are strictly adhered to. 

7. It is the parentôs responsibility to make sure all forms are kept up to date. 

We encourage all medications to be taken at home.  In the instance that you need 

us to give your child medication, here is the policy:  



 

 

Infant 2 Room News  
  

 At this first stage of life we are laying the foundation for all fu-

ture learning and growth.  The Infant 2 Room is learning how to move 

our bodies by reaching, scooting, rolling over, sitting-up, and crawling.  

These things also strengthen our muscles so that we can reach our next 

milestone of walking.  It is important that we have lots of floor time 

with space and freedom to explore. 

 Infant 2 is also learning to use our small muscles by grasping small objects such as rat-

tles, balls, blocks and art tools.  These fine motor skills will help us later when we begin writ-

ing, building, and eating with utensils.   

 We start to build relationships by communicating with facial ex-

pressions and sounds, and later with gestures and words.  We learn 

how to interact with others by observing adults and other children 

around us.  We gain a sense of security and trust when our teachers 

care for us and respond to our needs. 

 We use our senses to learn about the world around us.  We feel the shape and texture of 

objects, we observe the things around us to learn how they work, we explore new tastes and 

smells as we start to eat food, and we listen to music and stories.
